Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assersbled, 'That the second section of
the ect, intituled ““An act to retain a further sum on drawbacks, for the
expenses incident to the allowance and payment thereof, and in lieu of
stamp duties on debentures,” shall not be deemed to operate upon unre-
gistered ships or vessels owned by the citizens of the United States, at
the time of passing the said act, in those cases where such ship or vessel,
at that time, possessed a sea letter, or other regular document issued
from a custom-house of the United States, proving such ship or vessel
to be American property.

SEc. 8. And be it further enacted, That whenever satisfactory proof
shall be made to the Secretary of the Treasury, that any unregistered
ship or vessel was, in fact, the property, in whole, of a citizen or citizens
of the United States, on the thirteenth day of May, in the year one thou-
annd eight hundred, that the Secretary of the Treasury be, and he ir
hereby authorized and directed to cause to be issued to such ship or
vessel, a certificate, which shall entitle such unregistered ship or vessel
to the same privileges which are herein before granted to wnregistered
ghips or vessels owned by citizens of the United States, and carrying a
sea letter, or other regular document issued from a custom-house of the
United States, before the passing of the said act, intituled “An act to
retain a further sum on drawbacks, for the expenses incident to the
nllow::,:-ace and payment thereof, and in lieu of stamp duties on deben.
tures.

Cuar. XXVIIL.——.4n Act to eatabliah an uniform vrule t{ Naturalization, and to
repeal the acts keretofore passed on thail subject.(a)

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States af America in Congress asscmbled, 'That any alien, being a free
white person, may be admitted to become a citizen of the United States,
or any of them, on the following conditions, and not otherwise :—

First, Thkat he shall have declared, on oath or affirmation, before the
supreme, superior, district or cirguit court of some one of the states, or
of the territorial districts of the United Suates, or a circuit or district
court of the United States, three years at least, before his admission,
that it was, bona fide, his intention to become a citizen of the United
States, and to renounce for ever all allegianece and fidelity to any foreign
prince, potentate, state or sovereignty whatever, and particularly, by
name, the prince, potentate, state or sovereignty whereof snch alien may,
at the time, be a citizen or subject.

Secondly, That he shall. at the time of his application to be admitted,
declare on oath or affirmation, before some one of the courts aforesaid,
that he will support the constitution of the United States, and that he
doth absolutely and entirely renounce and abjure all allegiance and
fidelity to every foreign prince, potentate, state or sovereignty whatever,
and particularly, by name, the prince, potentate, state, or sovereignty
wheraof he was before a citizen or subject; which proceedings shall be
reccorded by the clerk of the court. i

Thirdly, That the court admitting such alien shall b satisfied that
he has resided within the United States five years at least, and within
the state or territory where such court is a1 the time held, one year at
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leest ; and it shall further appear to their satis{action, that during that
time, he has behaved as a man of a good moral character, attached to
the principles of the constitution of the United Stutes, and well dishosed .
to the good order and happinesa of the saine : "Provided, that the cath
of the applicant shall, in no case, be allowed to prove his residerice.

Fourthly, That in case the alien, applying (o be admitted to citizen-
ship, shall have borne nny hereditary uitle, or been of any of the orders
of nobility in the kingdom or state from which he came, he shall, in ad-
dition to the above requisites, make an express renunciation of his title
ar order of nobility in the court to which hia application shall be made,
wkich renuanciation shall be recorded in the eaid court : Proevided, that
no alien who shall be a native citizen, denizen or subject of any é¢oun-
try, state or sovereign, with whom the United States shall be at war, at
the time of his application, shall be then admitted to be 2 citizen of the
United States: Frovided also, that any alien who was residing within
the limits, and under the ju-isdiction of the United States, befora the
twenty-ninth day of January, one thousand seven hundred snd ninety-
five, may be admitied to become a citizen, on due proof made'to some
one of the courts aforésaid, that he has resided two years, at least, within
and under the jurisdiction of the United States, and one year, at least,
immediately preceding his application, within the state or territory where
such court is at the time held; and on his declaring on cath or affirma-
tion, that he will support the constitution of the United States, and that
he dath absolutely and entirely renounce and abjare ull allegiance and
fidelity-to any foreign prince, potentate, state, or sovereignty whatever,
and particularly, by name, the prince, potentate, staté or sovereiguty,
whereof he was before a citizen or subject: and moreaver, on its ap-
pearing to the satisfaction of the court, that during the said term of two
years, he has behaved as a man of good moral character, attached to the
constitution of the United States, and well disposed to the. good order
and happiness of the same; and where the alien, applying for admission
to citizenship, shall have borne any hereditary tite, or been of any of
the orders of nobility ir, the kingdom or state from which he came, on
his moreover making in the court mn express renunciation of his title
or order of nobility, before he shall he entitled to such admission : all of
which proceedings, requited in this proviso to be performed in the court,
shall be recorded by the clerk thereof: und provided alsn, that any
alien who was residing within the limits, and under the jurisdiction of
the United States at any time between the said twenty-ninth day of
January, one thousand seven hundred and ninety-five, and tke eighteenth
day of June, one thousand seven hundred and ninety-e¢ight, may, within
two yocars afier the passing of this act, be admitted ¢e become a citizen,
without a compliance with the first condition above specified.

Sec. 2. Provided also, and bz it _further enacterd, That in addition
to the directions aforesaid, all free white persons, being aliens, who may
arrive in the United States after the passing of this act, shall, in order
to hecome citizens of the United Stater, make registry, and obtain cer-
tificates, in the following manner, to wit: every person desirous of being
naturalized shall, if of the age of twenty-one years, make report of him-
self; or if under the age of twenty-one years, or held in service, shall
be reported by his parent, gunardian, master or mistress, to the clerh of
the district court of the district where such alien or aliens shall arrive,
or to some other court of record of the United States, or of either of
the territorial districts of the same, or of a particular state; and such
report sha)l ascertain the name, birthplace, age, nation and eallegiance
of each alien, together with the country whence he or she migrated,
and the place of his or her intended settlement: and it shall be the duty
of auch clerk, on receiving such repert, to record the same in his office,
and to grant tno the person making such report, and to ¢ach individual
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poncerned therein, whenever he shali be required, a certificate under his
hand and sca} of office of such report and repistry; and for receiving
and registering ench report of an individuol or family, he shall receive
fifty cents; and for each certificate granted pursuant to this act, to an
individual or family, fifty cents ; and such certificate shall be exhibited
to the court hy every alien who may arrive in the United Siates, afier
the passing of this act, on his application to be naturalized, as evidence
of' the time of his arrival within the United States.

Sec. 8. And tohercas, donbts have arisen whether certain courts of
record in some of the states, are ircluded within the description of dis-
trict or circuit courts: Be it further enacted, that every court of recerd
in any individual state, having comnion law jurisdiction, and a seal and
clerk or prothonotary, shall be considered as a district court within the
meaning of this act; and every alien who may have been naturalized in
any such court, shall enjoy, from and after the passing of the act, the
same rights and privileges, as if he had bien nataralized in a district or
circuit court of the United States.

" Skw. 4. And be it further enacted, That the children of persons duly
naturalized under any of the laws of the United States, or who, previous
to the passing of any law on that subject, by the government of the
United States, may have become citizens of any one of the said states,
under the laws thereof, being under the age of Lwenty-cne years, at the
time of their parents heing so naturalized or admitted to the rights of
citizenship, shall, if dwelling in the United Btates, be considered 2s
citizens of the United Statea, and the children of persons who now are,
or have been citizens of the United States, shall, though born out of the
limits and jurisdiction of the United States, be considered as citizens
of the United States: Pravided, that the right of citizenship shajl not
descend to persons whose fathers have never resided within the United
States: Frovided also, that no perdon heretofore proscribed by any state,
or who has been legally convicted of having joined the army of Great
Britain, during the late war, shall be admitted a citizen, as aforesaid,
without the consent of the legislature of the state in which such person
was proscribed.

Sec. 5. And be it further enacted, That nll acts herctofore passed
respecting naturalization, be, and the same are hereby repesled.

acres, or more, granted, or hereafier to be franted agreeable to the third
section of an act intituled “An act in addition to an act, intituled An
act regulating the grants of land appropriated for military services ; and
for the rociety of the United Brethren for propagating the gospel among
the Heathen,” approved the first day.of M‘:rch one thousand eight hun-
dred, to register and locate the same, in the same manner, and under the

same restrictions, as might have been done before the first day of Janu--

ary last: Provided, that persons holding register's certificates for a less
?uamity than one hundred acres, may: locate the samie on such parts of
ractional townships, as shall, for that purpese, be divided by the Secce-
